This can sometimes create problems when you think they mean something entirely
different from what their intention was. In addition, each college has slang terms for many policies and procedures, anc
you will need to be aware ofhat they are. This information might be particularly useful to print and keep for a while, so
feel free to do that, if you like.

COLLEGE TERMINOLOGY

Academic Advisor/CounselarThis person will help you select the correct courses, review the course requirements in the
field you have selected to pursue and help you with any academic problems you may encosoiee. iAstitutions,

academic advisement is conducted by faculty as part of their job duties. Other institutions may designate specific staff :

academic counselors.

Academic ProbationAll colleges require students to maintain a minimum cumulative graih average (GPA) to
remain in school. Any student not maintaining satisfactory progress toward his/her educational objectives will be placec

on probation for a semester.

Academic Suspensiom student on Academic Probation may be placed on AcadeamsigeBsion if he/she fails to
maintain or achieve the minimum cumulative GPA required. A student placed on suspension will be dismissed from the
college for a specifiedtime periedi sual | y one semester. Specific require

re-entry into college.

Advanced Standing CredifThese are credit hours that an institution accepts toward a degree from courses that the
student has earned elsewhere. Such credit may be given for work done at another higher education institution, by

examination or "testing out,” or by military service.

Alumni - people who have graduated from the institution.
ACT and SAT- These letters are acronyms for the American College Test and the Scholastic Aptitude Test. Both tests
are designed to measuretasdent 6 s | evel of knowledge in basic areas:c

studies. Colleges may require the results of either the ACT or SAT before granting admission.



Application/Acceptance/AdmissiomApplication is the process by which a gpective student submits the required
formsand credentials to his/her chosen institution. Application criteria may include one or more of the following:
previousacademic records, test scores, interviews, recommendations, and other information prothideappiicant.
Dependingon the application requirements of a particular school, the student can gain Acceptance to the institution if th
decision toaccept the application is positive. Admission is the status granted to an applicant who meets tbhedorescr
entranceequirements of the institution. It must be noted that there is a wide variation nationwide in the
Application/Acceptance/Admission policies of higher education institutions. Check the college catalog for specific
requirements of the schogtsu are considering.

Associate DegreeThe Associate Degree is granted upon completion of a program of at least two, but less than four
years of college work. Associate of Arts and Associate of Science degrees are conferred upon students whoysuccessfu
complete programs designed for transfer to a senior college. The Associate Degree requires completion of a minimum
60 credit hours, exclusive of physical education activity courses or military science courses, with a cumulative GPA of -
(a"C" averge).

Associate of Applied Science Degre€his degree is conferred upon students who successfully complete a program
designed to lead the individual directly into employment in a specific career. The Applied Science degree has the same

requirementss those stated above for the Associate Degree.

Audit - A student who does not want to receive credit in a course may, with approval of the instructor, audit the course
a "visitor." A student who audits a course usually cannot ask or petition tiietios at a later date to obtain college

credit for the audited course.

Bachelor's DegreeThis is the undergraduate degree offered by-faar colleges and universities. The Bachelor of
Arts degree requires that a portion of the student's studigsdieated to the artditerature, language, music, etc. The
Bachelor of Science degree requires that a portion of the studies be in the saibeodstry, biology, math, etc. The

minimum credit hour requirement for a Bachelor's Degree is 120 hours.

Bookstore- All colleges have bookstores. It will generally stock all the books and other materials required in all the
courses offered at the institution as well as providing basic sundries and clothing items.
Business Office The Business Office is sponsible for all financial transactions of the institution. It may also be called

the Bursar's Office on some campuses.

Catalog College catalogs provide all types of information parents and students need to know about a school. It lists, for
example: tle institution's history and philosophy, policies and procedures, its accreditation status, courses of study,
degrees and certificates offered, physical facilities, admission and enrollment procedures, financial aid, student life

activities, etc.



CLEP- The College Level Examination Program can be administered to students who desire to obtain college credit by
taking proficiency tests in selected courses. If the student scores high enough on the test, college credit can be awarde
There is a charge for eatest taken. Information concerning an individual institution's policies toward CLEP Tebts can

found in the institution's catalog.

College- A College is an institution of higher education that grants degrees and certificates. The term is &so used
designate the organizational units of a university such as the College of Education or the College of Engineering.

Commuter- A commuter is a student who lives @impus and drives to class, or commutes.

Concurrent EnrollmentA student can enroind attend two educational institutions at the same time provided that
certain criteria are met. For example: In Oklahoma, a high school senior can concurrently enroll in high school and in
college provided he/she meets established criteria. A collegenstcan concurrently enroll at two higher education

institutions provided that certain criteria are met. Permission for concurrent enroliments are generally made in advance

Course NumbersAll courses are identified by numbers usually containing 3digidls, for example Freshman English
might be 1113. The first digit indicates the class year in which the subject is usually taken, the middle 1 or 2 digits
identify the course within the subject field (nobody I've ever met knows what they mean), &xd thgit indicates the
numberof credit hours the course carries. A course number beginning with a "0" indicates that it does not carry credit

hoursapplicable to a degree.

Credit Hours- Courses taken in college are measured in terms of credit Aauearn one credit hour, a student must
attend a class for one classroom hour (usually 50 minutes) per week for the whole semester (usually 16 weeks). Class

are offered in & 5 credit hour increments, and sometimes larger amounts.

Curriculum- A curriculum is composed of those classes prescribed or outlined by an institution for completion of a

program of study leading to a degree or certificate.

Degree RequirementsThose requirements prescribed by other institutions for completion of a progstmayfre
generally termed degree requirements. Requirements may include a minimum number of hours, required GPA,
prerequisite and elective courses within the specified major, and/or minor areas of study.

Degrees Degrees are rewards for the successfatletion of a prescribed program of study. There are three basic

types of degrees:

Department A department is the basic organizational unit in a higher education institution, and is responsible for the
academic functions in a field of study. It may also be used in the broadetserieate an administrative or service

unit of an institution.



Division - A division could be several different things: an administrative unit of an institution, usually consisting of more
than one department; a unit of an institution based on thidepesd of studentsi.e., lower and upper

division; or a branch of the institution, instructional or niog¢., the Division of Student Affairs.

Drop and Add Students are generally permitted to drop courses from their class schedules and/or add rsthe

Colleges allow varying lengths of time for students to add and drop classes. The college catalog or class schedule sho
note the correct procedures. Students usually need written approval from designated college officials to initiate droppin
or adding a class. A small fee is often required.

Enrollment- This is the procedure by which students choose classes each semester. It also includes the assessment ar
collectionof fees. Preenrollment is the method by which students select courses well in advance of the official

enrollment date of the next term.

ExtraCurricular Activities- These are nenlassroom activities that can contribute to a walinded education. By can

include such activities as athletics, clubs, student government, recreational and social organizations and events.

Faculty- The faculty is composed of all persons who teach classes for colleges.

FAFSA -Free Application for Federal Student Athe almost universal application for financial aid, including loans,
grants, college worktudy and other federal and state programs. It is often required before a student can be considered

for scholarships also.

Fees Fees are additional charges natluded in the tuition. Fees may be charged to cover the cost of materials and

equipment needed in certain courses, and they may be assessed for student events, programs, and publications.

Final Exams (Finals) These exams are usually given duringlést week of classes each semester. The type of final
administered in a course is left to the discretion of the instructor. Final exams are given on specified dates that may be

di fferent than the regul ar cl| asslastschedule. and are usuall

Financial Aid- Aid is made available from grants, scholarships, loans, andip&employment from federal, state,
institutional, and private sources. Awards from these programs may be combined in an "award package" to meet the c«
of education. The types and amounts of aid awarded are determined by financial need, available funds, student

classification, academic performance, and sometimes the timeliness of application.



Fraternities/Sororities (also called the Greek Systdfmaternities (for men) and sororities (for women) are social
organizations that are active in various activities. Through a process of mutual selection, called Rush (which takes plac
during a specified period of time), students may be offered the oppgrtoifipledge” a certain fraternity of sorority. Not

all colleges have these organizations.

Full-Time Enroliment/PafTime Enroliment A full-time student is enrolled in 12 or more credit hours in a semester
(fulltime status for a Summeerm is usually 6 credit hours). A pditne student is enrolled in less than 12 credit hours in

a semester (less than 6 in a Summer term).

HonorRoll-St udent s are placed on honor rolls for GPAs abo
Deands, or other honor rolls vary at dif f-eBmeéome i nst it
eligible.

Humanities CoursesHumanities courses are classes covering subjects such as literature, philosophy, and the fine arts.

Most undergraduate degrees require a certain number of humanities credit hours.

Junior/Community CollegeA Junior/Community College is a twgear institution of higher education. Course offerings
generally include a transfer curriculum with creditstransfa b | e t owar d a b ayeahcellegeandan d e ¢

occupational or technical curriculum with courses of study designed to prepare students for employmeygarstwo

Lecture/Laboratory/Discussion Classds lecture classes, students attelass on a regular basis and the instructor
lectures on class material. Laboratory classes require students to perform certain functions in controlled situations that
help them test and understand what is being taught in the lecture. Discussiornoffassasdents the opportunity to

talk about material being taught, ask questions, and discuss material with their classmates. Discussion classes are ofte

taught by Masters or Doctoral students, and are becoming more common on college campuses.

Letter Gades/Grade Point Averages (GRAJost colleges use both letter grades and GPAs in determining
Studentsé; grades.

Mid-Term Exams (Midterms) During the middle of each semester, instructors may givelenid exams that test
students on the material covered during the first half of the semester. Some classes have only two tests, a midterm an

final.



Non-Credit Courses These are classes or courses that do not meet the requirements for a certificate of a degree at a
given institution. Norcredit courses may serve one of several purposes: to explore new fields of study, increase
proficiency in a particular profession, déume potential or enrich life experiences through cultural and/or recreational

studies

OpenDoor Institution- Opendoor institutions are usually public twear junior/community colleges. The term open
doorrefers to an admission policy that states #mtone who is 18 years of age or older, whether or not a high school
graduate, can be admitted to that college.

Pass/Fail CoursedPass/fail courses do not earn letter grades or grade points for students. If a student passes a
pass/fail course, he/sheceives a "P" (pass) or "S" (satisfactory) on the transcript and the credit hours. If the student
does not pass the course, they will receive an "F" (fail) or a "U" (unsatisfactory) on the transcript and no creditéhours. T
evaluation for the pass/faluor se i s not figured into the studentds GF

Petition- A petition is both the process and the form a student fills out to request consideration of special circumstance:s

For example, if a student is denied admission, they may petition for admissiorohasddnuating circumstances.

Prerequisite CoursesA prerequisite course is a course taken in preparation for another course. For example,

Accounting 1 is a prerequisite for Accounting 2.

Private/Public InstitutionsPrivate and public institutiondgfter primarily in terms of their source of financial support.
Public institutions receive funding from the state or other governmental entities and are administered by public boards.
Private institutions rely on income from private donations, or frorgicels or other organizations and student tuition.

Private institutions are governed by a board of trustees.

Registrar- The registrar of an institution is responsible for the maintenance of all academic records and may include
such duties as: maintenarmfeclass enrollments, providing statistical information on student enroliment, certification of
athletic eligibility and student eligibility for honor rolls, certification of the eligibility of veterans, administerihgiioa

and retention policies anetrfication of the completion of degree requirements for graduation.

Schedule of Classe€olleges publish and distribute a Class Schedule book for each semester, during the previous
semester. With the help of academic advisors and/or faculty meratetsnts make up their own individual class
schedules for each semester they are enrolled. Courses are designated in the Class Schedule by course department,
course number, time and days the course meets, the room number and building hame, and the iristsuctn a me .

A class schedule is also simply a list of classes a student is taking, which includes course name and number, time and

location of the class, and possibly the instructor.



Student Identification Card (I.D:)A student ID is usually requiredmo | | e g e . It is similar t
generally includes a photograph of the student, a st
name, the name of the college and the semester enrolled. The IDs require validatiomeatdt.sSEhe card is often

required for admittance to functions sponsored by the college or for identification when cashing checks or for other

purposes.

SyllabusAn outline of the important information about a course. Written by the professor or instituesoially includes
important dates, assignments, expectations and policies specific to that course. Some are quite lengthy.

Transcript- The transcript is a permanent academic record of a student at college. It may show courses taken, grades
received academic status and honors received. Transcripts are not released by the college if the student owes any
money to the college.

Transfer of Credits Some students attend more than one institution during their college career. When they move or
transfer fom one college to another, they also transfer accumulated credit hours from the former institution to the new

one. The new institution determines which courses will apply toward graduation requirements.

Tuition - Tuition is the amount paid for each crduitur of enrollment. Tuition does not include the cost of books, fees, or
room and board. Tuition charges vary from college to college and are dependent on such factors as residéataie out
status, level of classes enrolled in (lower, upper or gtaddivision), and whether the institution is publicly or

privately financed.

Tutors- A tutor is a person, generally another student, who has completed and/or demonstrated proficiency in a course
or subject, and is able to provide instruction to another student. Tutors usually help students better understand course

material and make better grades.

UndergraduateAn undergraduate is a student who is pursuing eithera v, or fouryear degree.

University- A university is composed of undergraduate, graduate, and professional colleges and offers degrees in eact

Withdrawal- Students may withdraw from courses during a semester, but there are established procedures for doing sc
The college catag and/or Class Schedule generally specifies the procedures. Written approval from a university official

must be secured, and some fees must be paid.
